Direct Donation Drive
The JPAT Direct Donation Drive kick has raised $9,266 so far from 35 individuals. That 
includes two promised Kicker Checks. Our goal this year is $16,000. All of these funds 
are used to support programs at Jefferson Elementary, including: music, art, science, 
and wildlife stewards as well as paying for ®eld trips and classroom supplies. The Direct 
Donation Drive continues through the end of December.

Scrip News
How are we doing? Scrip sales are going well.  Between July and September the 
scrip program pro®ted $924.67 ($56.04 ahead of last year!).  With our goal of $7,000, 

 we have $6,075.33 to go.  Think scrip when you go shopping!

Holiday Scrip Plan ahead and take scrip with you as you do your holiday shopping!  We will be well 
stocked in November and December so that you can make gift shopping a gift to Jefferson too.   In addition to 

our normal inventory, you will have the opportunity to special order from an extended list of national merchants.  A ¯yer 
will be sent home with your child in early November with more information.  If you can't wait, you can look at the extensive retailer 
list at www.glscrip.com.

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You may also shop online at many participating merchants 
with your credit card and earn donations for Jefferson. Par-
ticipating online merchants include Eddie Bauer, Old Navy, 
Lands' End, Nordstrom, Walmart, Kmart, Babies R Us, Game-
stop, Starbucks, Barnes & Noble, Staples, AT&T/Cingular, 
1-800-Flowers, and many more.  Travel companies such as 
Expedia, Priceline, and Travelocity also participate.  Please 
visit the above link and click on ªeScrip Online Mallº to view all 
participating online merchants.  

Please note that eScrip is not meant to replace our regular 
scrip program at Je!erson, where you pre-buy gift cards and 
certi®cates for participating merchants.  The percentage we 
get from regular scrip is much higher than eScrip's contribu-
tion ± for example, Old Navy donates 2% through eScrip at the 
online mall and 9% through regular scrip.  But if the regular 
scrip program isn't for you, eScrip may be.

An Easy Fundraising Opportunity 
Have you wanted to participate in the 
JPAT scrip program, but do all of your 
shopping with a credit card?  Do you do 
a lot of traveling?  Do you shop online?  

Do you have family and friends in other areas of the state or 
country who would like to help your children's school?  Do 
you ever ®nd yourself shopping and think ªI bet I could have 
used scrip here, but I forgot to buy it.º?   If so, eScrip may be 
the answer for you.

Many supporters of JPAT may have already signed up their 
Safeway Club Card at www.eScrip.com to earn between 1% & 
4% of their purchases for the school each time they shop at 
Safeway.  We encourage anyone who shops at Safeway, even 
infrequently, to participate in this ªpassiveº fundraiser.  How-
ever, what many people may not know is that eScrip o!ers 
other ways to raise funds for our kids.  The way this is done is 
to simply register your credit or debit card with eScrip and at-
tach it to the JPAT group ID number, and each time you shop 
with that card at participating merchants a percentage of 
your purchases will be donated directly to JPAT"  

If you visit http://www.escrip.com/merchants/search/index.jsp 
you may search for participating merchants by region.  There 
are not many local Corvallis merchants who participate, but 
many travel companies including American Airlines, Carni-
val Cruises, Princess Cruises, Royal Caribbean, and Disney 
Cruise Line do participate.  New subscriptions to The Orego-
nian and the Statesman Journal also will earn a contribution 
to JPAT.

Kicks for Kids
Oregon's ªKickerº is a mechanism for 
refunding surplus revenue in the state's 
general fund to taxpayers.  The total 
amount of money to be refunded depends 
on the di"erence between a forecast of 
tax revenues for the biennium (the state 
legislature operates on a 2-year funding 
cycle) and the actual amount of taxes col-
lected during the biennium.  For the latest 
biennium, the amount of this di"erence is 
$1.071 billion.  Oregon taxpayers will be 
mailed checks on or before December 15, 
2007.
