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Teachers in the Spotlight
Did you know?

¼what an awesome art teacher and librarian we have at Jefferson? 
Claudia Jane Hall and Andrea Sur!eet each presented their programs 
at the November JPAT meeting. Here's what you might not know:

Claudia Jane Hall for the past two years has been our ªArtist-in-Residenceº art teacher, 
but this year the art teacher position has been upgraded to a certi®ed (with masters) 
position with an elementary art endorsement! This certi®ed position creates the op-
portunity for Ms. Hall to meet with the other art teachers in the district (both Middle 
School and High School) on a regular basis, and, in doing so she has found out that 
often MS and HS students are required to show their knowledge through art projects 
such as posters and reports using sophisticated graphics. Kids who don't have a solid 
foundation of basic drawing and conceptualization skills aren't as well prepared for the level of visual literacy being asked of 
them. Fortunately, Ms. Hall is preparing our Jefferson Jaguars to communicate visually and is actively teaching them how to 
draw the human face, human ®gure, animals, birds, and ®sh, in addition to teaching them composition and how to incorporate 
text to better communicate their message. Way-to-Go, Ms. Hall!

You might have already met Andrea Sur¯eet our new Jefferson school librarian, since she 
is also a parent here with two children, Cassady and Joel. But what you might not know is 
that she's actually a librarian with a BS in Elementary Education and a Masters in Library 
ScienceÐwe're one of the few schools in the district that can boast such quali®cations!!  
It's been eight years since Jefferson's had full-time librarian. Ms. Sur¯eet's only been 
hired on half-time as a Library Aide, but is working doggedly (with the help of numerous 
volunteers@ 30 hours/week) to improve the collection±which has been sorely neglected 
due to a budget of zero dollars for the past 5 years. The American Library Association 
(ALA) recommends that a book budget of $25/per student in 2006/2007. The Jefferson 
library budget this year is only at $10/per student after getting $1,000 from the school, 
$2500 from JPAT. Ms. Sur¯eet has also written and been awarded a grant for $992 from 
the Corvallis Public Schools Foundation which will enable her to purchase approximately 
45-50 books! Thank You!!

Currently, the library is open to students 4 hours a day on a ®xed schedule, which means 
your child goes to the library once a week for 30 minutes. Ms. Sur¯eet's holding out for 
the dream that the library could be open the entire school day and that children could 
come in on their breaks or when appropriate to do their research and get the books they 
need.

Studies show (Power of Reading by Stephen Crashen) that school libraries which have 
larger, quality collections that are available to more students for more hours, provide 
comfortable and relaxing environments and are staffed with quali®ed school librarians, 
produce students with higher reading achievement. Thanks, Ms. Sur"eet, for getting our 
library into shape!
